Opening Prayer: Darrel Nish
New Council Member – Mayor Kozlowski states that last month there were not enough council members in attendance to break the tie between the two applicants. The Mayor calls for a motion to nominate one of the applicants so they could vote. Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to nominate Scott Solum as the replacement for Mike Smith who resigned the end of February, 2020 because of relocation. Jim Brown seconds the nomination. Voting is tied two to two. The Mayor then asks each applicant to explain why they would be a good choice for the position. Marc Mair states that he has lived here all of his life and has worked for the town in the past and knows how the town works. Scott Solum states that he moved here because he loves the area and plans to spend the rest of his life here and would like to help give back to the country who has done so much for him. He also has some talents that he feels like would benefit the town and would like to be a positive influence. After a discussion they Mayor calls for a second vote. A coin is flipped to decide which applicant to vote on and Scott Solum wins the toss. The Mayor then calls for a roll call vote to accept Scott Solum as the new council member. Scott Solum is appointed as the new council member to fill in for Mike Smith.
Oath of Office - Arlene Buehler (Clerk) swears Scott Solum into the position of council member. After the completion of the oath, Arlene asks Scott Solum to make sure to stop by the office and sign the oath of office at his convenience for the town files. 

Mayor Kozlowski thanks Marc Mair for his time and interest in taking part in the town council and encourages him to apply again when the opportunity arises. Mayor Kozlowski congratulates Scott Solum and informs him of the additional jobs that he will need to take part in addition to being a council member, he will be on the animal control board, the noxious weed board, and events committee. 
Approval for Meeting Minutes for March 5th, 2020 – Vaughn Rasband makes a motion at accept the meeting minutes for March 5th, 2020. Jim Brown seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous and the minutes are approved as written.
Financials for March 2020 - Mayor Kozlowski asks if everyone has read over the finances and if so she calls for a motion. Vaughn Rasband states he has one question and would like to know what goes into the miscellaneous revenue account. Arlene Buehler states that the items that goes into this account is for the sale of the town books, subdivision application fees, and other application fees that the town currently does not have a specific revenue accounts for.  Vaughn also asks what the reason for the accounting and legal expense is so over budget at this point. The clerk states that is due to all of the expenses involved with the CIB loan application that is in process. With no further questions Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to accept the financials for March 2020. Jim Brown seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous, the financials are approved.
Public Comment: No Comments. ***  
Review of The Jim and Carrie May Annexation Petition of Property Located at 2677 West 2400 South – Brian Preece states that the May’s have property and the town boundary goes through the parcel and they would like to annex it into the town and at the same time they have started a subdivision application and the concept plan was approved last June, 2019. The subdivision application will be subject to the annexation going through. For tonight’s meeting the council could either decide not to accept the application if you just didn’t want to waste anyone’s time and did not plan on annexing anymore property into the town or you could decide to accept the petition, and by accepting it does not approve the annexation it is only accepting the petition and then that would start the whole process of noticing effected entities and certifying the petition, having a public hearing etc. and after all takes place it will come back to the town for the approval or disapproval. After clarification as to the location size of the property, Kevin Balls from Summit Engineering explains that the health department is looking at the nitrogen levels being put back into the ground with the proposed septic system and so there is a possibility that it may go through and they could put three lots in this subdivision but for sure they can do two lots and it would meet the requirements. With no further questions the Mayor calls for a motion.  Jim Brown makes a motion to accept the annexation petition allowing it to move forward. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. The Annexation Petition for Jim and Carrie May is accepted and moves forward.

After the approval of the annexation petition Kevin Balls asks if this automatically puts him on the next month’s agenda or did he have something else to do. Brian Preece states that he does not think that would meet the notification requirements but that would be up to the town attorney and the certification of the petition. Mr. Balls questions this process stating that he had been reading the code and it only requires first class counties to do the notifications. Mr. Preece states he didn’t think that was correct but he would review with the town attorney and follow the correct procedure.

After the vote for the petition, Mayor Kozlowski states that during the public comment portion we had a problem with the audio and we were unable to hear someone that wanted to make a comment and after reminding them of the time limit of three minutes the Mayor turns the time over to Sheila Peterson. Sheila Peterson states that they are new residents in the town and want to apply for a business license out of their home. They at first wanted to run the business out of the garage but was told that the town does not allow those anymore and so they will run the business out of their home. They have all of the parts cut out of a relatives shop in Ogden and then they bring the parts to their home and put them together. She states they need a business license, they don’t do anything outside, they won’t disturb the neighbors, and the owner of the home has given his consent for them to do this out of the residence. They will not have customers coming to the house, they will have one employee and would like to keep him employed thru out this coronavirus time. The Mayor asks Brian Preece if he could address this issue and help her understand the process. Brian states that in the past the town has gone several different ways the home and premises occupations and the current time does not allow for a premise occupation and so a home occupation only allows for the business to take place inside the dwelling and the garage is not considered part of the dwelling. And in the current ordinance it prohibits woodworking and it is up to the zoning officer to determine is what you are proposing to do is considered woodworking or not. Mrs. Peterson argues that they are not woodworking. Mr. Preece states that the town does not require businesses that do not impact the town in anyway, with no customers coming to the house, no additional traffic etc. to obtain a license and if this business is decided that it is an allowed business then that may be in option for them but as he stated that it is up to the zoning administrator. He also states that the town council could not make a decision on this because they do not have the authority, it is up to the Planning Commission and they meet once a month and they would either authorize it or deny the application not the town council, Mr. Preece advises Sheila Peterson to fill out the application and take it before the Planning Commission this month. Mrs. Peterson thanks the town for their time and states she doesn’t feel like after reading the ordinance that anything they are doing would be in violation.

COVID19 Update – Mayor Kozlowski states that the reports provided in the packet are the latest updates from the county health department and expresses just how serious this is. As a precaution here at the town hall we are keeping the door locked and if people need to fill out applications they are provided and can fill them out and email them in or drop them by the office and we will accept them through the door. But all other business needs to be handle with as little contact as possible and maintain social distancing. Please read these updates and let’s do our part in stopping the spread of this virus. The clerk verifies that as of March 5th, 2020 there are 61 confirmed cases in Wasatch County. Jim Brown asks if the town has a list of some of the elderly people who might need to be check on or maybe in need of assistance. Vaughn Rasband explains that the ward has been contacting people and they feel like more than anything the biggest impact on people will be their mental wellbeing and financial situation. They are encouraging small businesses to apply for the small business loans to help keep employees paid throughout this time. If there is anyone that is in need that the town can help please contact the Mayor.
New Truck Discussion and Bids – Mayor Kozlowski states she wants to make this very clear, if we do decide to buy a new truck that all other projects will not be affected because of this. We have budgeted for all of these expenses and been saving funds to help replace worn and outdated equipment that we will eventually need to replace. She states that we have been discussing and working on this project for a while and we have gotten four or five bids and these are the two lowest bids. Travus Jensen states that he went out and got bids from a number of different places and even reached out to a dealer in Idaho and the lowest bid is from Karl Malone and he feels like this would be the best place to purchase it from for the main reason because it would be closer to if we had any maintenance or warranty work that needed to be done. He has also priced the bed that we would need to put on the truck as well. Scott Solum is asked since has some knowledge of these types of things what his opinion was. He agreed with Travus and felt like Karl Malone was probably the better choice of the two. After discussion goes on about all of the specifics on the truck and no further questions were asked, the Mayor asks if the council feels comfortable with going ahead with this purchase.  Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to approve the purchase of the truck from Karl Malone and get it ordered so that it is here and ready for next season. Scott Solum seconds the motion. The council approves the purchase of the new plow truck along with the bed for use in the town.

VRBO’s and Air BNB Discussion – Mayor Kozlowski asks the clerk to explain what she has found out about this issue. Arlene Buehler states that after the last meeting she had a lady from the county contact her and ask about how Charleston handles VRBO’s and Air BNB’s, after stating we don’t require them to be licensed, I was told that we really should require them to be licensed and the town is entitled to the taxes etc. After that I contacted Cameron Diehl from the ULCT and he explained that it would be better if we at least required them to be licensed within the town, at least that would help the town enforce the ordinance as well as have a knowledge of how many of these types of business are in the town. Cameron listed several other reasons and because of his recommendation I feel like we should at least require licenses from them and this would at least give us a foot in the door to help regulate them as well. Mayor Kozlowski asks if there is any questions. Jim Brown states he doesn’t have any questions but he agrees that they should be required to obtain a license. Mayor Kozlowski states she feels like we should require it as well and possibly limit the number allowed in a certain area. Brian Preece states that he doesn’t feel like we can limit the number of these businesses in a certain area but he will look into it. Brian Preece states that we want to be careful on trying to regulate these because the legislature has threatened if cities try to limit these business they will take the ability to regulate them away from the cities. Jim Brown states that Heber City is working on the same thing and he will keep his eye their progress and ideas and keep us informed. Vaughn Rasband feels like it is the council’s responsibility to keep an eye on these types of things to maintain the neighborhoods and not let these things get out of control. Mayor Kozlowski asks Brian Preece to look into what we can and cannot regulate, he will also talk with Mark Smedley and get his input as well.
Discussion on Bounce House Use on Town Property – Mayor Kozlowski states that the council was provided with the letter from the insurance company in regards to use of bonce house use on the town property. What does the council feel like our position should be on this issue? Vaughn Rasband states that after he read the letter he feels like we should just say no and not mess with it. Darrel Nish asks if this is reference to the 24th of July? Mayor Kozlowski states no this is for when people rent the building and park. Brian Preece states that if the town does have bounce houses on the 24th of July then the town needs to get additional insurance. Darrel Nish states that we require the companies that bring them and set them up acquire a policy and make sure that the town is included on it. After all of the council agree that the best policy is to not allow them when people rent the facilities, the Mayor calls for a vote.  Jim Brown makes a motion to not allow the use of bounce houses on town property unless the event is put on by the town itself. Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:
