Regular Meeting Minutes
 
Town Council Members Present:   Mayor Brenda Kozlowski- Presiding, Vaughn Rasband, Darrel Nish, Jim Brown and Scott Solum.
Staff: Planner-Brian Preece, Clerk-Arlene Buehler, Public Works-Travus Jensen.

Meeting called to order: 7:00 p.m. 

Pledge of Allegiance: Jim Brown
Opening Prayer: Vaughn Rasband
Approval for Meeting Minutes for August 6th, 2020 – Mayor Kozlowski asks if all the member have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so she will accept a motion.  Darrel Nish makes a motion to approve the minutes for August 6th, 2020. Jim Brown seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for August 2020 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials and states that Arlene had resolved the report issues that we had last month and the reports should all be current and look more complete. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Scott Solum makes a motion to approve the financials for August, 2020. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for August, 2020.
Public Comment: Bob Kowallis states as a resident and previous Mayor he is aware of the council’s problem of the large dump trucks driving on Charleston’s roads mainly on 3000 South. He states that he had gone to Staker Parson and at their weigh station he had posted a letter requesting that their trucks and any trucks they contract out to avoid going down the smaller and stay on the main highway 189 and 113 when possible. He suggests that the town place another letter or sign thanking from helping us to maintain our small town roads and encouraging them to use other routes when possible and possibly have a piece of candy or something to help entice them to do so.
Aimee Armer Running For County Council – Aimee Armer introduces herself and states she is running for the county council and wants to represent the people of Charleston to make sure that we maintain the beauty of Wasatch County. She states she has always been in public service most of her life, has a master’s degree in public administration and with those skills would like to serve the people.
Discussion on Possible New Internet Service In Charleston – Mayor Kozlowski introduces Mark Feil one of the owners for this new internet service and turns the time over to him. Mark Feil states that he has several people in the town he is currently helping to get a reliable internet service and after speaking with several others, he understands that the town really doesn’t much to choose from beside Centurylink. He understands that other people have come through and then the whole things fizzles out and they don’t follow through. He provides a handout with what they are proposing. Mark Feil states that one of his co-workers are speaking with some residents about a possible tower being placed on their property to allow the best coverages of this service. He states he is currently speaking with the Water District about the possibility of a tower near the water tank which would be a great spot if that were possibly. Brian Preece states that the maximum height limit is 35 foot. Mark states that the tower would be under that limit. Scott Solum asks what the ultimate cost would be, and Mark replies stating that would depend on the number of people being services but it will be comparable to the other companies that are available. Bob Kowallis asks if they are in the fiber-optic business or would they contract that out. Mark replies stating they would contract that out. Wes Johnson asks if they would intend on putting in the fiber-optics in the near future. Mark Feil indicates possibly in the next few years and Wes Johnson states we are possibly paving and resurfacing the roads and most of them will not be an option to dig up or cut throw. The Mayor ask Mark Feil just what it is that they want from the board tonight and the response is they would like to know how many citizens would be interested. Darrel Nish states probably the best way to get responses from everyone would be to leave flyers or form taped to the mailboxes or doors rather than the town sending out emails since there are several people in town that currently don’t have access or take the time to check their email because of the slow speed or not existent service. 
Discussion Only on the Center Island on 3000 south and Additional Plans – Mike Peterson thanks the council for allowing him to be on the agenda, on the corner on the north side he has several gas stations looking at it and interested but they are all wanting to shorten that center island so that their potential customers would be able to re-enter traffic on the highway and Mike Peterson asks if that may be a possibility. Wes Johnson states that the center island was put in because it was indicated that the stations would be on the south side and he feels like UDOT would want a traffic study and they might be open to that suggestion. Mike Peterson that he has currently an approved 8 pump service station with a septic system but if sewer is brought down the station could have even more pumps. Mike Peterson also states that he is working on annexing the next lot of property into the town of Charleston. Mike Peterson also updates the council on the new building is close to having several potential customers moving in as soon as the building is ready and receives the go ahead to move in. He has the Ritual Chocolate Company and June Pies have both signed agreements to be tenants.
Weathervane Lot 1 Sign Permit Request Made Per Section 02.0622 C. of the Town Code by Mike Peterson – Brian Preece quickly reminds the council that in the town code it was written knowing that it was pretty restrictive but it still gives the council an opportunity to grant exceptions allowing larger signs for these commercial businesses. Spencer Coleman introduces himself and states that most cities suggest a percentage of wall space and to the square footage of the signs allowed and he figures that a 45 square foot sign is what they calculate is about what they propose for June Pies and for the chocolate company they have a 48 and 130 square foot signs for that business. Darrel Nish asks if they are lighted signs and Spencer states that they will be lighted. Scott Solum asks if the June Pies sign is a trademark sign or would they entertain a more elegant sign. Spencer states he can ask but that it is a trademark sign for them. Vaughn Rasband asks if the engineering company is going in that building as well. Mike Peterson states yes they are moving from the first building into the entire top floor of the lot 1 building. Scott Solum asks if these signs are going to be enough and not need a marque. Mike Peterson states they haven’t decided at this point. Scott Solum asks if we can try and keep the elegant signs on the building and not use a marque and Mike Peterson agrees to try that and if they need to they can revisit that option at a later date. Scott Solum makes a motion to accept the sign proposals for T-O Engineering, June Pies, and Ritual Chocolates as they have been presented and if they make any further significant changes they will need to bring it back to the council for re-approval. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. 
Possible Bank Change- Mayor Kozlowski states to the council that we have discussed this before and decided that it was too much hassle to change banks but after the previous year when a prior councilman suggested that we get the fraud protection through Wells Fargo Bank and after moving forward and finding out what problems and issues that created for us we opted out of that program. In starting with this program the bank started charging the Town a monthly service fee on average about $25 to $35 a month and they will not change the account bank to the previous parameters. The Mayor asks the council for advice, the council agrees to change our account and suggests to send out a RFP for the different banks. Mayor Kozlowski agrees and with the Clerk being over burdened with plenty of work she states she will ask Karen Mair to help out with this project. 

Repairing Additional Roads In Charleston - Mayor Kozlowski asks Wes Johnson and Karl McMillian to address the council on this subject. Wes Johnson makes sure that the council all has copies of the proposed additional roads to be repaired this year. Wes Johnson along with the Mayor have gone through and selected the roads that they would like to get done now in two different stages. Some of the roads will get pulverized and paved and some will just get the road treatment (slurry seal). The Mayor and Wes have kept a very close eye on the cost or expense of the Winterton road today and have a very good idea of how much under budget this project will come in at and after speaking with several people at the CIB they are very confident that the CIB will re-allocate the funds back to Charleston to get these road done along with the funds in the roads budget. Discussion as to the refund of the pre-payment that the Winterton Farms residents have paid and the special assessment amount will get calculated. Darrel Nish and Scott Solum state that when council approached the Winterton Farms residents with the special assessment they were promised any money that was not used on this project would be credited back to the residents on the prepayment and special assessment even if the town went on to spend the money on additional road. The clerk agrees and states that Darrel Nish and Scott Solum are correct and that was stated at the time of agreement. The Mayor states the town will honor the agreement and make sure that gets calculated and refigured. The Council continues to discuss the issues an agrees that any additional fund the CIB will allow the town to use and the road budget they town should go ahead and repair the roads that the town can afford at this time and maybe that will help some of the residents feel a little better about the previous tax increase that the town just went through. Mayor Kozlowski states that they had personally talked with senator Winterton and Candace  Powers at the CIB and they both very confident that the CIB will transfer this money to the additional road repairs but the timing will be the issue we will have to work around. She states that she feels like this is something we need to go forward with and wants the council to give their opinion to decide whether or not to go through with it. Brian Preece reminds the Mayor that the town will need to do a budget amendment since the funds are still in the capital projects fund. With no further questions Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to move forward with the additional roads project and authorizes the Mayor to use the funds in the capital projects fund. Jim Brown seconds the motions. Voting goes as follows:

Additional roads projects moves forward as presented.  
Speed Signs on 2400 South, 2900 South, 3000 South, and 3600 South – Mayor Kozlowski turns the time to Travus Jensen to provide the information that he has obtained about the signs. Travus Jensen states he really doesn’t have a lot but at this time they are looking at the type of signs like the county put up that is pulled on a trailer only the ones he is looking at are placed above an existing speed sign and can be moved from area to area as needed. The cost of those are about $2600 one side, they are solar powered and the number are 11 inches tall, and the sign itself it 24” x 30”. Mayor Kozlowski states we would need to have it both ways so we would need at least two signs per location. After a short discussion the Mayor asks Travus to continue looking into those signs and we will update the council as that information comes in. 
Staff Reports: - Travus Jensen – The Tree Trimming will start Sept 10th, and the plow will get put on the new truck on the 14th. Brian Preece – reports the planning commission did not meet this month so he has a few smaller permits and inspections but not much else going on at this time. Arlene Buehler – reports that after speaking with the state tax commission about the short term rentals it is up to the town as to whether or not we want to require all business to get a state sales tax number or not, if the short term rentals have all of their transactions go through an agency such as Air BNB or VRBO who report all of the taxes that get disbursed to Charleston that way. The council agrees to not make any additional work for the town than necessary so we will not require it if the business states they are strictly booked through other agencies. Darrel Nish – He has been over to the park and measured out the area for the play equipment which will probably have to wait until next year and he is going to spend so time working on a plan to implement next year and suggestions for possible future equipment. Vaughn Rasband- reports that the school traffic has become an issue again and it seems like each year we have to address it with the principal and each year the principal seems to change. Travus Jensen is asked to go watch the school and see what is going on. Scott Solum – ask if we are having any parties this year, the Mayor states Christmas is about it and will still have time to see how this COVID19 issues progress and suggests we bring it up again next year. Jim Brown- asks if there has been any progress or report on the Eagle Scout project that was approved a while back for some benches in the park and cemetery. Mayor Kozlowski – reports that she had the clerk apply for the CARES funding that has to be specifically for COVID related expenses only that have not been budgeted for. The Mayor states she made a executive decision and gave the money to the EMS or Wasatch County Fire Department to help with all of their huge expenses. The council applauds the Mayor and states that was a great decision and they are glad she went ahead and made that decision. Mayor then states she had a company come in and stated they will come in and sanitize the building and it would last 3 months. She doesn’t feel like the town needs it. The council stated they feel like this is a scam and there are a lot of those people out there.
Jim Brown makes a motion to adjourn. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
