Call to Order:  The Meeting called to order at 7:06 p.m.

Prayer: Given by Mignon Probst
Road Abandonment of Eiger Drive – Brian Preece explains that John Miller has two different applications that actually fit together, but like the recent subdivision that was review they propose to abandon the public road Eiger drive that was dedicated in 1995 and make it a private owned road making the subdivision owner responsible for the up keep and maintenance in exchange for allowing him to amend his current subdivision (Christensen) to include and additional lot so instead of three lots he wants four lots. Stephen Hull asks how would the town enforce or know that the road would be constructed properly and maintained. Brian Preece states that they should include that in the CCR’s and later in the process we could request to see those before the final approval. Scott Enos opens the meeting into a public hearing.

Public Hearing: No Comment other than John Miller showing a picture of the intent of the whole procedure and why he is doing the whole amendment and road changes. He was trying to make the property lines match up to the nice white fencing and balance out the property. Scott closes the public hearing.
Mignon Probst makes a motion to recommend to the town board that we accept the abandonment of Eiger Drive. Elizabeth Shoemaker seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.

Christensen Subdivision Amendment Application This was discussed during the abandonment as well since it was all linked together. Stephen Hull makes a motion that we grant preliminary approval to the Christensen Subdivision amendment provided that prior to final approval the planning commission is allowed to see the CCR’s that include town enforcement and maintenance of the road as well structural requirements and anything that is pertinent. Mignon Probst seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
Agenda Amendment

Scott Enos makes a motion to amend the agenda to include approving the meeting minutes Mignon seconds the motion.

Meeting Minutes:  Review of minutes, Scott Enos makes a motion to approve the minutes, Mignon seconds the motion, voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written. 
Open Meetings Training – Brian Preece explains that every chair person is required to provide training for open meetings for their members. So Brian provides or reads the open meeting section in the ULCT handbook. Brian also answers any questions the Planning Commission has on these rules and regulations. Brian also explains that he has asked the clerk to leave off the business license application review that they had discussed last month because until the legislation gets through the laws and ordinances might have to all be re-done anyway so we will table those items until a later date. Scott Enos asked how does an item get on the Agenda. Brian states that as of now when and application comes in or items of development the needs the Planning Commissions review then the clerk puts it on the agenda per Brian’s approval or review. Brian Preece suggests that we write up a written agenda policy and put on next months agenda.
Scott Enos makes a motion to adjourn, Elizabeth seconds the motion.
