Meeting Minutes
 
Town Council Members Present:   Mayor Brenda Kozlowski- Presiding; Vaughn Rasband, Mike Smith, Brent Broadhead, and Darrel Nish.

Meeting called to order: 7:00 p.m. 

Pledge of Allegiance: Darrel Nish
Opening Prayer: Vaughn Rasband
Meeting Minutes for June 2018: Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept the minutes for June 2018, Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Minutes are approved as written.
Financials for June 2018: Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to accept the Financials for June 2018, Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The Financials for June 2018 are approved.
Public Comment: None
Weathervane Update of the Road: Dropped from the agenda we got a late notification that they would be unable to attend the meeting this month as planned. Mike Smith makes a motion to drop that item from the agenda, Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.

Staker Parson’s Site Plan Application: Brian Preece explains that with this application we had a small issue with the letter notifications for this one and there were two people accidentally left off the list to notify and it just so happened both people we in attendance of the meeting and on the Planning Commission as well so the agreed that technically they were notified and they decided to move forward. Mayor Kozlowski asks Tyler Fowkes to explain what they were proposing to do. Tyler Fowkes explains that they wanted to have this metal building erected on the proposed site to help contain the one of the processes they currently do up there. Vaughn Rasband asked what do you currently do with this product. Mr. Fowkes explains that they have holding ponds that they keep it in until it dries out and then they clean them out. Mayor Kozlowski asks if there is any further comments or questions if not she will entertain a motion. Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to approve their site plan application. Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The site plan for Staker Parson’s is approved.
Resolution #2018-12 Prohibiting the Use of Any Ignition Sources Including  Fireworks, Lighters and Matches in Certain Areas.  Mayor Kozlowski reads the resolution. It is asked why we are only prohibiting it for only the one day and Brian Preece explains, that is all the law will allow us to do legally. The reason for the resolution was that we had a problem the prior year with the public (non-residents) bringing in fireworks during the Town’s display and setting them off in the street and almost injuring a resident and his family. The way we can enforce it is by hiring an officer to be here during our celebration and handing out tickets if needed. Brian also state that the Town Attorney has read it and has approved it. Mayor Kozlowski asks if the board agrees we need to hire an officer during the evening events to make sure this is enforced and the residents are safe and protected. The Council agrees to the hiring of an officer for the 24th celebration. Brent Broadhead states it is not enforceable. Discussion goes on as to enforcing the resolution. Broadhead adamantly disagrees. Mayor Kozlowski asks for a motion. Mike Smith makes a motion to approve the resolution 2018-12. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. No further discussion. The voting goes as follows:

Resolution 2018-12 is approved.
Winterton Road Plan – Darrel Nish states that the reason he asked to have this put on the agenda is to not just start another discussion about how bad we all know the roads are in Winterton Farms but to hopefully start a plan to actually do something about them. Mayor Kozlowski states she has asked Wes Johnson to talk with us about this and get his opinions and suggestions to what we should do. Wes Johnson explains with his knowledge, experience and review of prior history, he feels like all the patching and money we put into on the road actually only prolongs the fact the road needs to be completely re-designed and done proper and it won’t be an cheap thing to do. To explain it so we can understand. The way the roads are and was designed the soil and road base under the asphalt will not allow water to rise up and down without damaging the roads so the only way to fix it is to remove all that type of road base and replace it with a good draining road base that will stand up to the type of conditions we have here in Charleston. After discussion about options it is suggested that we look towards acquiring funding to redo the Winterton Farms and possibly the entire town. This will obviously include raising taxes as much as no one wants that to happen. The Town Council will start checking into sources for funding and what we can get started to fix this project.
Staff Reports: Darrel Nish and Mike Smith report that the 24th celebration is going as smoothly and things are coming together, flyers are being mailed and meetings are scheduled for the night before to begin setting up. Vaughn Rasband reports that Sage Creek has an increasing huge pile of manure that they have failed to do anything about. He will try to speak to them again and see where he get this time but he is doubtful they will comply. He also spoke with Mounteer’s and they are constructing a pool and that is why all the equipment is out there and should not be there permanently. He also reports that Marc Mair has requested a new mower if we want him to help with the mowing next year and asks Dave to check on pricing.  Dave responded he had and it is 25 thousand for a new one. Brian reports there should be a few applications coming through soon. Brent Broadhead – nothing. Arlene Buehler- nothing.  Dave Hendricksen – nothing.
