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Planning Commission – Town Council Work Meeting
Meeting Minutes

Call to Order:  The Meeting called to order at 7:05 p.m.

Approval of Meeting Minutes April 25th, 2019- Scott Keller makes a motion to approve the meeting minutes for April 25th Mignon Probst seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Minutes are approved as written.
Public Comment- Anne Crockett states she wants to remind and make the commission aware of how she and several other residents are concerned about the rate of development in the area. She has been told she should be happy of the development because that will increase the value of her property and she knows that it does not increase, and in fact it devalues her property in several different way.
Premises Occupation Application located at 3191 South 2900 West for Nott-Hill Investment Corp. – David Hill states as most of the commission remembers he has previously applied for a business application for and building that would house a residence on the top portion and allow an events center in the bottom portion. Last time it was denied because of a couple issues, one was the size and so they have adjusted the size to meet the ordinance. And the second reason was because of the number of trips or vehicles each day and the Hills have promised to stay within the numbered limit by either busing people in or carpooling in some manner. Mr. Hill asks for questions. Steve Hull asks what his idea of occasional is. Mr. Hill states he isn’t sure but anticipates a couple times a year. Brian Preece states per his report it appears to him that with Mr. Hills agreed adjustments it seems to meet all of the ordinance requirements. Scott Enos states that prior when they had brought this to the commission it was denied and that it was a concern. One of the main concerns is it sounds to him like he is wanting a more commercial type of business and most people move or buy in this area for the residential living not commercial. He also states that when he considers anything he tries to refer to the General Plan. Mr. Hill states that up where he is proposing to build this home-business it is commercial zone up next to them on hwy 189 and coming to the meeting tonight along the road he passed an storage unit, dairy farm, and arena and a monster horse facility and he doesn’t feel like a building with a barn appearance would be out of the ordinary in the rural town.  Scott Enos then opens it up for the public hearing.

Public Hearing: Anne Crockett ask how close are you to other residence and what about bands or music. Mr. Hill states he is acres away and there are noise ordinances for that type of thing. They don’t want to get away with anything, they just want their kids to be able to make a little money on the side to help with raising their family. The daughter wants to be a full time mother and doesn’t want something that will involve too much of her time. David Nelson states we are just across the street from the place where the Hills want to build this building. He also states he has done this type of a business in another area and he tells the commission they will have to police this type of facility because there will be so much pressure for more than what this facility will allow. More vehicles and not many events but once you give them the license for it then you have basically given them permission to do what they want. Mr. Nelson states this area is for residential living and not commercial businesses like this one will be and so as neighbors they oppose this business. Margo Houk asks what the original zoning for this property was. With no more comments the public hearing is closed.
Brian Preece answers Margo Houk’s question by stating it is zones residential agricultural or RA1 meaning one acre lots. David Hill responds to the questions regarding to Mr. Nelsons statements by indicating they commit to just the occasional events since he would like to retire and like her previously stated his daughter doesn’t want to work and would only want to do a few small events like family reunions or family parties nothing too time consuming. Steve Hull ask Brian Preece is it allowed to put conditions or stipulations on this type of a business. Brian Preece responds reading the ordinance where it is allowed to put reasonable conditions on proposed businesses. Scott Keller states he thinks he needs a subdivision before he should be applying for the business license. He doesn’t think he has enough frontage to have a buildable lot. Mr. Hill states he has two lots. Scott Enos responds stating that 200 feet of frontage is required. Brian Preece thought he had frontage but we need to verify this before we can approve or decide for sure what the next step is. Scott Enos suggest that the commission table this item until this can be sorted out. Stephen Hull makes a motion to table this application until we can determine the construction of the building would be legal. Scott Keller seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
Application is tabled.

Concept Subdivision Application located at 2701 West 2400 South Owned by Jim and Carrie May – Jeff Findarle is the acting agent for the May’s and he explains the subdivision application that has been submitted to the town for consideration. Jeff states that the May’s own three lots that they propose making into a 3 lot subdivision, however one of the lots are partially in the county and not in Charleston but they will either do it simultaneously or go forward with two lots and add the third lot at a later date. Brian Preece states that this is basically just for the concept approval and according to his report the concept meets the minimum ordinance requirements. Scott Enos reminds the applicants that Charleston allows clustering in the subdivision and he would like them to consider this. Brian Preece states the only issue is they could possibly have 6 lots if they did that and then the open space would remain open space for ever, it would never be allowed to be developed. Scott Enos also asks if they had a plan for people walk their dogs or pedestrians to get around. Carrie May states she is all for the proposal of trails for pedestrians, bikers, and joggers. Brian Preece also remind them that there should also be an irrigation right of way along there also. After some discussion Mignon Probst makes a motion to approve the concept plan for the May’s proposed subdivision. Scott Keller seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. 
Concept subdivision application is approved.

Concept Subdivision Application Located at 3058 South  3600 West Owned by Mikel and Nanette Chertudi – Brian Preece explains that when he review this against the county map they have some discrepancies. He also states that unless they have some sort of proof or documentation proving they have enough frontage they he recommends that the commission table this until further proof can be obtained. Mikel Chertudi states he has physically measured it himself and come up with the correct measurements that would allow them to subdivide their property. They intent on subdivide it so they could eventually build and move to this area and live. Mr. Chertudi loves the area and wants to be good neighbors and looks forward to getting to know the residents. Stephen Hull states he likes this step in the process because this allows him and the rest of the council to be able to look and review the applicant’s intentions before the details applications come in for potential action. Scott Enos calls for a motion. Stephen Hull makes a motion to conditionally approve this application upon the return of a survey that this is a legal parcel with the appropriate footage and boundaries. Mignon Probst seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
Scott Enos calls for an adjournment.
