Opening Prayer: Mike Smith
Approval for Meeting Minutes for October 3rd, 2019:  Darrel Nish makes a motion at accept the minutes for the meeting minutes for October 3rd, 2019. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous and the minutes for October 3rd, 2019 are approved as written.

Public Comment: Bob Kowallis states he is happy to see Staker Parson’s is expanding. He also states that the air quality might not be the only item for concern and feels like the council should revisit the towns contract with Staker Parson’s to make sure they are not exceeding the conditions agreed upon. Mike Smith states that we are aware of what they are doing, they had to come to the town for a building permit etc. Another issue that the town should look into is the canal that runs down Daniel, the culverts should be maintained and withstand some debris and not be at risk of blockages, all it would take is for it to become blocked and that would shut down their processes. Bob Kowallis also wants to mention that he has previously had a conversation with the Mayor to inform her that he has been told that there is discussion of a stop light going in at 3000 south and Hwy 189/ Mike Smith asks if this is confirmed or just here say. Bob states that UDOT in Orem is not saying anything but it is on the docket according to his source. Bob Kowallis states the last item he would like to bring to the councils attention is the Charleston Town sign or monument up on the Hwy is currently being blocked by median sign, isn’t there other places to put that sign to prevent that blockage of the monument and also possibly adding lights to the flags and monuments would be nice and make it more appealing to the eye.
Resolution #2019-13 Final Tax Rate Adoption for Fiscal Year 2019-20 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if there are any questions about this resolution since we do it every year, but this year it is later in the years since we raised the property taxes. Darrel Nish asks if the total about listed included the amount we were originally getting each year. Both Mayor Kozlowski and Arlene Buehler state yes it does include it so that is the total amount we will be receiving each year plus any additional growth. With no further questions, Mayor Kozlowski calls for a motion. Darrel Nish makes a motion to approve resolution 2019-13 The Final Tax Rate Adoption. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Resolution #2019-13 is approved.
New Business License Application Submitted By Rex Sorensen - Rex Sorensen states that he started his business about 8 years ago and it has grown and been prosperous. He has currently rented a space at the office complex on 3000 south. His basic business is detailing cars and some winterizing of boats, which he stores at a different location. People may drop them off at the business but they will move them and get them detailed, winterized and off to the storage area very quickly so that there isn’t a bunch of them sitting around taking up room and causing conflicts with parking etc. Darrel Nish questions the address on the application, Rex Sorensen states that he had flipped the address when he wrote it down so the actual address is 2211 West 3000 South. He has three employees that work there. People drop off their cars and they move them inside for detailing as well as taking them to the auto-spa in Heber for washing. The bathrooms he addressed per the conversation with Vaughn Rasband. Brian will verify when he does the inspection. This business will mainly be service oriented, but in the future they may have minimal sales of maybe some cleaning products or air-fresheners, that type of thing and he has a sales tax number if that stuff does occur. Mayor Kozlowski asks if there is room for future pavement. Brian explains there is and shows her where. Rex states one of the reasons he has held off on paving it was the he has been talking with Mike Peterson and he is looking at paving in the area too and could do it in one big application making it look better as well as more cost efficient.  With no further questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Mike Smith makes a motion to approve the new commercial business license for Swags with the conditions that the inspection of the bathrooms and fire extinguishers pass. Affordable Housing Discussion- Mayor Kozlowski states that this is an issue is close to her heart, she is on the affordable housing board and wants to address this with the towns best interest in mind. She reads a letter sent to the town by the housing board. The Mayor states that we are not making a decision on this tonight but just wants everyone to think about it and understand how it would work. They want to have a “in lieu fee”, for future development within Charleston. The Mayor would like to make an ordinance stating that if there was a subdivision being built that one out of ten would be required to be affordable housing. If the developer does not want to comply they would have the option to pay the fee of $85,000, and he would not be required to make it affordable housing and that fee would go towards the affordable housing projects in the county. This does not mean that every tenth home would have to pay this amount if would just be at a subdivision level. Brian Preece states that in Charleston really you would not be able to have a low income housing so paying the fee would more than likely the way to go. It would not be affordable to build a home for the low income price that you would be required to sell it for. Mayor Kozlowski explains that the affordable housing board either builds low-income housing or they loan the money for the lower income people to build their homes at a low interest rate. She would just like everyone to think about this option so that we can address it sometime in the near future. 
Update On The Town Christmas Party And Employee Bonuses – The Mayor states that we gave Christmas bonuses last year and feels like we should do the same this year. Darrel Nish makes a motion that we pay out the Christmas bonuses this year. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The Mayor asks the events committee for an update on the progress of the Town Christmas party. Darrel Nish states that he has looked over the notes from last year and also took into consideration last year’s overall meal and suggests that maybe we offer an option of ham and turkey in addition to roast beef and has gotten pricing and wants to get everyone else’s opinion. To have these options would be comparable to last year pricing as well. After some discussion the council decide to have ham and turkey as options for the meat, along with baked potatoes and salad, and ice cream and cake for dessert. To clarify the Christmas Party is December 2nd at 6:00 pm at the Town Hall. The Mayor asks for volunteers to help decorate the tree prior to Thanksgiving because we will only have a couple days after Thanksgiving to get it all decorated. Dave states he will have the tree up by the 21st for it to be decorated.
December Meeting Change – Mayor Kozlowski states she has a prior engagement that night and asks the council if we could change the meeting to the 4th. The council agrees to change the meeting so that the Mayor can attend. Mayor Kozlowski instructs the clerk to notice the meeting change in the paper and do what is necessary to make the change.
Park Equipment, Update From Possible Grant CBDG Meeting – Mayor Kozlowski explains that through the CBDG there is supposed to be so much grant money for Wasatch and Summit counties for improvements and because she could not attend she sent Darrel Nish. Darrel states he attended the meeting and after listening and asking questions he determines that the funding through this grant wouldn’t be possible. First of all we would have had to have all of our requirements met immediately and we would have to do an income qualification study where someone goes from house to house and gets the house hold income and it would have to fall within a certain range which he feels the town would not qualify anyway. These funds are primarily for the elderly or less fortunate people in the community. This type of venture would take a lot of time and effort to even try and qualify. After some discussion the council decides it would not be worth trying for this grant money after all. 
Staff Reports: Brian Preece – reports that there was no planning commission meeting last month but this month we have a couple that will be reviewed. He also states that Kimball Strickland will be resubmitted a site plan for an amendment, he can’t make up his mind or stick to the same plan so it is costing him time and money because he is trying to do it himself rather than getting a professional to help him. He also reports that the town has done maybe have of the permits we had done last year but the houses are more expensive. Brian Preece gives the Mayor some old pictures of the town from back in 1992, the Mayor suggests having them framed. Arlene Buehler – reports that they office has been very busy with applications and regular business items and they continue to come in frequently. Darrel Nish – Nothing. Mike Smith- reports the weeds are dead, the animals are in check and the roads as we all know are in the process of being repaired. Mayor Kozlowski – reports that this year she would like to buy the road salt in bulk rather than if we just load the truck each time we need it, it is a lot cheaper. Sub for Santa is here again and asks for volunteers. Dave Hendricksen – reports that the truck is finally done and the cost is slightly less that he was told.
Darrel Nish makes a motion to adjourn. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
